The result for the year ended 30th April 2009, was an operating surplus of $2685. This result is 
slightly misleading as approximately $2700 of expenses (ground fees & utilities) is yet to be 
paid to Livingstone PS. Since the Committee of Management has been disbanded, this expense 
may not be required to be paid. Despite this, it was a good result for the season 2008/09 as we 
had some major capital expenses such as $3160 spent on the new shade canopies for Terrara 
Park and $2205 spent on drought proofing Livingstone.  
 
A plus for the club this season was the purchase of the Plasma TV and Entertainment System 
which sits pride of place in the club rooms. $2948 was spent and $2550 was collected in 
pledges. Thanks to all that contributed and to Steve Staddon for being the project manager from 
concept through to installation.
